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SURVEY BACKGROUND

This report highlights key conclusions and major findings from a self-administrated
survey of leading members of the international and Russian pharmaceutical industry
who are currently doing business in the Russian Federation.  A total of the 53
completed responses were received, including forty-eight (48) international and five
(5) Russian pharmaceutical manufacturers.

The five Russian producers participating in the survey represent fully 25% of all
domestic pharmaceutical production in the Russia, while the international companies
participating in the survey are responsible for 70% of all imported medicines.

According to AIPM’s experts, combined, the 53 participants in the study represent,
more than 55% of the Russia’s entire pharmaceutical market place.

A list of all pharmaceutical companies participating in the survey is included in this
report.  It is immediately apparent that all of the world’s largest and most well-known
companies are included, as are several of the largest and most famous Russian
producers.  The average number of years these companies have been active in the
Russian market is 17.5, about 75% of the companies have operated in the market for
10 or more years, including 8% of those that have been active for more than 50 years.

The survey project managers – The PBN Company and GLS Research – are
extremely confident in the survey results because of the respondents were guaranteed
the absolute confidentiality of the individual responses.  Our view of the individual
survey responses demonstrate extreme care and specificity in the provided responses.
Similarly, the respondents could not provide an accurate or specific numeric response,
they so indicated.

The study was conducted by The PBN Company and GLS Research firms with more
than 20 years combined experience on the Russian market and more than 30 years
combined experience working with pharmaceutical and healthcare industries.  Both
firms are acknowledged experts in the issues of intellectual property protection,
enforcement and counterfeiting.

It is important to know that no significant differences were discovered in the
responses of the Russian and international pharmaceutical producers.  Similarly, no
significant differences were detected among international companies, which are
members or non-members of the Association of International Pharmaceutical
Manufacturers.

The survey was conducted from 20 March 2002 to 15 April 2002.
